Your egg vessel must meet the following criteria:
· Your vessel may be made of only three materials that you have at home, excluding any glue or tape that you may use.

(    No Parachutes

· No Traditional Packing Materials 

(For example: bubble wrap, Styrofoam, cardboard boxes, foam)

· Your Egg Vessel must have an access door to place your egg inside it on the day of the drop.  We will give you the egg!

· No RUBBERMADE/Tupperware products!

· No Helicopters!

· No manufactured toy products!




· No sponge!
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Please don’t let this happen to your egg!  The fate of your egg rests in your hands, or should we say “vessel”. Have fun and be creative.
